International Wine Competition Medal Winners 
 
GRAPEVINE, TEXAS—The Texas Wine & Grape Growers Association (TWGGA) is 
proud to announce the medal winners of the 42nd annual Lone Star International Wine 
Competition (LSIWC) held June 11–12 in historic Grapevine, Texas.  
 
From among 300 unique wine entries from more than 60 unique producers, medals 
were awarded in the following categories in the wine competition and label design 
competition:  

• Double Gold, Gold, Silver, and Bronze Individual Medals: 5 Double Gold, 79 

Gold, 201 Silver, and 27 Bronze Medal Winners.  

• Best in Category: 28 Best in Category Medal Winners.  

• Top Texas and Limited Production Honorees: 22 Top Texas Medal Honorees 

and 8 Top Limited Production Medal Honorees (Texas wines with fewer than 200 

cases produced). 

• Grand Star: 7 Grand Star Medal Winners, including Texas-made wines from 

Augusta Vin, Bruno & George Winery, Carter Creek, and Duchman Family 

Winery. 

 
“The Lone Star International Wine Competition plays a crucial role in elevating the 
status of the Texas wine industry, promoting its growth, and ensuring its wines are 
recognized for their quality and uniqueness,” Julie Herbort, TWGGA 2025 President and 
COO of Heath Family Brands, said.
